Bible Reading Method:

Using a journal:

Pray: Ask God to give you spiritual ears 
to hear his word and eyes to see him.

Observe: Ask questions of the text and 
look for key features taught in class.

Interpret: Determine the meaning for the 
original audience (lens 1) and the fulfill-
ment of the passage in Jesus (lens 2).

Apply: Consider the meaning for you in 
light of Christ’s work in your life (lens 3).
      Based on the passage, ask: Who is  
      God? What has he done? Who am I? 
      What must I do?
